‘Aphasia – the hidden disability’

Executive Summary of Public Awareness Survey.
Background:
The Aphasia Alliance commissioned a public survey to be carried out by GfK NOP in February 2008. The survey asked questions to a total of 2,000 telephone-owning adults from across the UK, in two waves of 1,000 each. This was done to gauge public knowledge of the communication disability aphasia.
Key Findings:

· Over 90% of people asked had never heard of aphasia.

· 79% of people asked could not identify aphasia from the list of descriptions skin disease, a long period of time, a fruit or a communication disability.

· More people in Wales and Anglia think aphasia is a skin disease than a communication disability.

· More people in East Midlands think aphasia is a fruit than a communication disability.

· When asked to list what suggests someone has a disability, only 9% of the answers directly referred to a communication disability.

· 65% referred to physical indications.
